Travel and subsistence cost will be reimbursed on actual cost basis based on the submission of supporting documents and countersigned copies of original receipts.

· €5,000 (‘Being Inspired’ workshop) 
· €2,500 (‘Being Inspired’ site visit) 

· €7,500 (‘Being Inspired’ combination of workshop and site visit) 
· €7,500 (studies) 
· €10,000 (study incl. site visit)
· In addition, up to €5,000 maximum can be required for travel and subsistence costs to participate in ELIPTICs bi-annual User Fora (based on actual cost).
